Essay Questions: Electoral College and Immigration
The response to the essay questions should reflect on your understanding of the historical debate and context of the electoral college process as envisioned by our founding fathers and the hot topics being discussed in education at the local, state, and federal level.
Essay for High School Seniors:
1. What was the purpose behind the electoral college according to the founding fathers? What advantage did it have over the popular vote? 
2. Who was eligible to vote in the early years of our democracy?
3. What are some of the consequences of having the electoral college elect the President? Pick an example from U.S. History to discuss.
4. Why would you maintain the current system? Or why would you change it? 

Essay for College Students:
Immigrants, documented and undocumented, contribute to economic growth by expanding the labor force, contributing to tax revenues, and starting businesses at higher rates than U.S. born individuals. The current presidential administration’s guidance for ICE action is vastly different from prior administration’s directives. Our community experienced such an event firsthand earlier this year. 
1. What do you think of the current administration’s tactics?
2. How would you balance the need for economic growth with national security concerns?
3. Why has immigration persisted as a controversial issue?
